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In the past, the Ainu worshipped Hokkaido's wildlife as Kamui (gods). This practice was

rapidly phased out during the pioneer period and the wildlife have become critically endan-
gered like never before in this modern age. I took photos of Hokkaido in prayer to the gods,
seeking the memories of the primitive wildlife that have been lost, because I believe that the

Ainu's animistic practices will show the path for humans to coexist with nature.
